CYA employs a rolling admissions policy for semester 
applications. Since applications will be considered only as 
long as space is available, CYA encourages early application. 
We recommend consulting with your study abroad office to 
adhere to their deadlines. For CYA Summer programs, priority 
deadline is April 1. 

What are the application deadlines?

Most colleges and universities accept CYA courses for transfer 
credit. Students are responsible for arranging academic credit 
with their college or university and must have the Statement of 
Study Abroad Approval/Credit Transfer form completed by the 
study abroad advisor or dean.
